Joint Monitoring Committee Meeting and the European Cooperation Day celebration





The 11th meeting of the Joint Monitoring Committee of the Joint Operational Programme Romania - Ukraine - Moldova 2007 – 2013 has been held on September 21st, 2016, in Chisinau. The committee members from Romania, Ukraine and Moldova, as well as the representatives of the European Commission and other implementing structures of the Programme have been presented with the results achieved so far and the implementing projects perspectives.
